Public forum
The following comments/ objections were made regarding the proposed wedding venue plans.

White House Piggeries Narrow Lane Ousefleet East Riding Of Yorkshire DN14 8HW: Change of use of outbuildings to wedding and events venue comprising ceremony barn, function barn with catering kitchen and storage block, erection of entrance porch to function barn and pergola, installation of new wall cladding and doors and creation of additional vehicular access, erection of 2m high boundary fence to separate venue from the dwelling 'White House' and associated landscaping and car parking following partial demolition of existing piggery building (Resubmission of 24/01022/PLF)

National Grid.

National grids are hoping to use broadlane to access Ousefleet. The national grid has said that they may have to divert the footpath which could affect cow lane.

National grid also stated that they will have to create a track straight across cow lane however they would top up any lost revenue caused by this.

National grid further stated that they are not using narrow lane and are planning on creating a road from broadlane through the fields.
National grid finally stated that they don’t really have any intension of going underground.

The RSPB have asked that the pylons near the river are made higher for the lines to match so not to disturb the bird’s flight.

The national grid is offering £250 a year for 10 years properties that are 500m away from the pylons

Carbon capture pipeline.
J Spurgeon informed the council that he had heard that the carbon capture pipeline has been put on hold for the time being as Drax power station are having to pay for it and they cannot get the funding.
