Ousefleet village hall.

The Ousefleet village hall committee are to organise a meeting.
S Woodcock informed the parish council that she has spoken to a representative of quickline regarding getting free internet for the village hall however she is waiting for a response back.

The village hall committee were successful in securing a grant for new fencing and gates to secure the hall, so it is safe for users.

The hall is still being used for IEM and for parties.

Cow Lane
The cow lane committee had a meeting last Thursday.
N Jackson had looked into the two of the tender applicants and they both seem reputable.

There was 6 tender bids received ranging from £1250 - £6000. It was agreed to go for the tender bid of £6000.

This would also set a precedence to the national grid.

A price of between £12- £35 an acre for spray and a further £7 an acre to apply.
It was agreed to get the area sprayed.

One tender bid did suggest spot spraying the area.

The cow lane committee have asked if they could purchase 3-4 posts to prop up the fence where the old cattle crush was. This was agreed by all.

PLANNING
Change of use of agricultural barn to domestic use (retrospective) and erection of single storey extension to side and rear to provide internal link to barn Location: Old Smithy Farm Main Street Ousefleet East Riding Of Yorkshire DN14 8HR.

The parish council had no objections to the proposed building plans however had objection to the change of use for the following reasons:

No mention of a bat survey when there has been visual roof alteration.

The application states that there is a native hedge however this has been removed.
The application states that the grass verge at the front of the property is still there however this has been removed to create a car park area.

The plans state that there is a storage room however this is currently being used as a dog groomers.

A Walters informed the council that the village was averaging 420 cars a day with over 1000 different cars a week and 37 cars the previous week are either untaxed or uninsured.

National Grid.

At the meeting held in Garthorpe the national grid did not know about the carbon capture pipeline that was heading under the proposed pylon route and that Broadlane was heavily used by farm traffic.

The national grid will be going across cow lane however they will be putting gates either side.

The proposed working times are 7am till 7pm 7 days a week.

A Walters informed the council that there may be a potential funding of £200000 per 1km of pylon route in the parish and there is approximately 4.5km of route in the parish.

The representatives of the carbon capture project have been out down narrow lane. However according to the county council the project has been put on hold.
