Tree- The clerk is to get quotes to prune the tree near the road at the village hall.
Penfold- C Royston asked the clerk to contact D Bellwood to make sure that he is happy to continue to volunteer to keep the penfold tidy 
Information Board- S Woodcock would like an information board in the penfold informing people of the history of the penfold. However, it was decided to leave for the time being as it may be a health and safety issue with people crossing the road to read.
CCTV- The CCTV camera has been installed and A Walters has drafted and sent round a CCTV policy. This is to be agreed at the next meeting. S Woodcock also suggested purchasing a couple more cameras as there is still some money left over from the grant. A Walters is to have a look at prices to see what is the best value for money.
