Ongoing issues
Clerks wages- The clerk left the room. It was agreed by all to increase the clerks wages to £13.26 an hour.
Rents – The rent for E Taylor was agreed to keep the same at £1.00. With regards to barkers and Ella D Bellwood asked the question why not sell the land. It was agreed that the matter be deffered to the next meeting and have a look at the current contracts.
Internet Banking- D Bellwood suggested Bankline that has dual authorisation and you don’t have to be a signature but there may be a cost. The clerk is to send D Bellwood the account details to see if this is possible for the type of account the parish council has.
Bins- The village hall committee has requested if it would be possible for the hall to be supplied with waste bins to help with refuse created at hall events.

National grid- The national grid informed the clerk when he met up with them regarding his own land that they are moving the pylon 5 meters to the west. Archaeological digging will also start commencing in the next month.
Carbon Capture- The matter seems to have gone quite for the time being.
Whitgift lighthouse-  This matter is still ongoing, A Walters is to chase up with ERYC.
Speeding- This matter is still ongoing.
Phone Box Defib- This matter is still ongoing
Ousefleet village hall roof- The clerk is to chase up to see when the grants reopen.
Tree-  A quote from Complete weed control has been received to prune the tree at the village hall for £890.00 plus VAT as well as a price of £50.00 plus VAT to spray around the hall to remove any weeds from the block paving. It was decided to leave it for now and A Walters is to see if he can find the information for the company who quoted last year.
CCTV- A Walters is looking into the best options for the £250.00 allocated for the grant obtained by the village hall committee.
PCSO- The clerk is to email the PCSO to see if she can attend the next parish council meeting as she was meant to attend this one as the parish council would like to raise concerns overs the motorcross riders and speeding.
Grants- This item has been discussed above.
