It was agreed to review the quotes received at the next meeting and see as to why the companies that had quoted say that the whole roof needs replacing.

It was also suggested getting quotes for pointing the hall to help stop moisture seeping in.

Cow Lane-  The tender bids have been received and they range from £10000 to £1000. C Royston informed the council that the cow lane Committee preferred the £10000 bid from Tim Lewis and then £8000 by Danny ferguson as the second choice if Tim Lewis does not pay within the 14 working days. S Oxtoby proposed Tim Lewis bid and was seconded by C Royston. It was also agreed that if Tim Lewis does not pay within 14 working days it will then be passed onto Danny Ferguson.

COUNCILLOR ISSUES
Four co options exist. Advertised on the website, noticeboards and in the Goole Times.
