Ousefleet Community Hall update.- S Woodcock informed the parish council that the hall had hosted a fund raiser quiz with over 40 attendees.
C Dixon has quoted for the door and the village hall committee has agreed on the price and are now waiting for the work to be completed.

S Woodcock also informed the council that the hall committee is hosting an open mic night on the 6th of June. 
Health and Safety Issues.- Non
Cow Lane- The clerk informed the council that T Lewis has signed the contract and sent the relevant paperwork, also the funds have cleared the parish councils account.
N Jackson has been down cow lane to inspect the grass and to see how many weeds are in the grass. N Jackson has suggested that cow lane should be sprayed as there is a lot of weed coming through. An estimate price of £1140 has been supplied which includes the chemicals and the application. S Oxtoby proposed to go ahead and S Woodcock seconded. All were in agreeance. It Was suggested that the reason that there was more weeds was due to the possible second cut leaving bare soil for weed seeds to land on and grow.
There was also concerns with regards to a farmer using cow lane to access his fields of potatoes when there is no right of access. The concerns are that when the potatoes may be lifted it may be wet and could cause damage to cow lane. It was agreed by all that the clerk is to write to the farmer and ask them to use the main roads to access their fields.

PLANNING

26/00685/PLB- The parish council had no objections with the planning application as long as it was in keeping with the village.
COUNCILLOR ISSUES

Three co options exist, Advertised on the website, noticeboards and in the Goole Times.
